Accomplishments for 2006:

Sunday school: Sunday school began on September 10th with Rally Day. Seventy-eight students
enrolled in the five classes offered: Pre-School (13), Kindergarten and 1% grade (14), lower elementary
2" through 5™ grade (18), middle school 6™ through 8" grade and high school 9™ through 12" grade
(33), and Adult Sunday School (15). The 11 teachers lead classes on a fixed or rotating basis. A new
program called “Busy Hands” was implemented to provide Sunday school on holiday weekends. These
sessions are to combine all classes together in a one-room schoolhouse format for anyone attending that
Sunday. Anne Hardy and Nancy Smith offered to teach. The first session was held on Nov. 26™ and
attended by 30 children.

Continued use of Curricula: After evaluating the past years use of the curricula, the CE Committee
recommended and the Session approved the continued use of the Exploring Faith program for the
preschool class, K-1%, and 2"-5" grade classes. The Middle & High School classes are using a
combination of lessons developed by the teachers focusing on common bible stories and a program
called Combos — published by Cokesbury.

Room Decorations: CE, with Session approval, decided to add color and interest in each of the Sunday
school classrooms by painting and hanging plywood panels. Biblical themes are selected as art for the
panels. This method allows the classes the flexibility of changing designs as they choose without
permanently changing the walls. Steve Douglass from Operations assisted in this project by purchasing
and assembling the panels. The painting was done by the both teachers and students.

Sunday School Superintendent: Marcy Hemminger agreed to continue as the volunteer Sunday School
Superintendent. With the help of the CE Committee, she recruited teachers, provided teaching materials
for them, and helped to organize the teaching schedule. The CE Committee assisted Marcy in ordering
and/or evaluating all curricula. This position also works with the Outreach Committee in keeping a
record of visitors with children.
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CE Meeting Times: CE elected to move meeting times from every third Tuesday of the month at 7:30
PM to every third Sunday at 12:30 PM.

Nursery: Coverage for the nursery class continued to be challenging in 2006. From February until the
end of May, Lilliana was hired to work in the nursery along with the help of volunteers. Upon her
resignation, the nursery was without paid supervision throughout the summer and relied on volunteers.
Beginning in September until present, Ruby Pierce was hired for this position. She will cover the
nursery from 9:30 AM until 12:30 PM. From 9:30 to 11:00 she will supervise any aged child for parents
wishing to attend adult Sunday school or choir practice, but only children aged birth through 3 years
during the worship hour. CE and Worship committees agreed to support the idea that children from age
3 on up be encouraged to sit in the sanctuary with parents or Sunday school teachers from the opening
until “Time for Children” to participate in and witness the weekly worship service.

Confirmation: There was a scheduled Confirmation Class established for the spring of 2006. Four
students participated in the 12 week class and three of the four elected to join as members. A new
mentoring program was set up for the attendees of the confirmation class. The purpose of the mentors
was to support and encourage the youth as they went through the class as well as after they decided to
become members.

Vacation Bible School: VBS was held July 24-28. Using “Trading Spaces: Where Jesus Makes a
World of Difference” (Standard Publishing), it was organized and led by Nancy Smith. Forty-two
children attended, 10 adults taught and led the classes with assistance from 7 middle and high school
youth. Additionally 11 Presbyterian Women (and men) provided refreshments. An additional 15 adults
helped with set-up, advertising and decorations.

Inquirers Class: An Inquirers Class was led by David White, David Douthett and Anne Hardy in the
spring. Topics covered included our Presbyterian Heritage, practices and beliefs, the order of worship
and sacraments, local church and personal commitment. Each participant wrote a statement of faith,
attended dinner with the Session provided by Outreach and CE, and submitted to examination by the
Session at a formally scheduled Session meeting. Five new members were accepted into the
congregation.

Leadership Retreat: CE elected to move the retreat from the winter months to the spring months to
ensure better weather. As a result, the Leadership Retreat was held at Camp Meadowkirk on April 29"
from 8:00 to 4:00. It was led by Anne Hardy and Marcy Hemminger. The theme was “Moving from
membership to discipleship” with a review and focus on the TFOG report. 10 session members attended
the retreat.

Leadership Training: Leadership training was conducted from 12:30 to 4:00 PM on December 10" for
incoming Elders. It was organized and led by Anne Hardy with support from Marcy Hemminger.
Attendees included Richard Herndon, Liz Horton, Karelyn Morris-Donahue, David Douthett, and Barry
Parks. Anne and Marcy provided lunch for the attendees.

Mission Project: The CE Committee organized and led a mission project for all of the Sunday school
classes in supporting Heifer Project International. Each class voted on an animal to raise funds for and
actively contributed weekly.

Bible Study Classes: David Douthett agreed to teach a Wednesday morning bible class which began in
the spring and continued again this fall. Molly Douthett taught a similar class on Thursday evenings in
the spring.

Budget: CE used approximately 103 percent of the 2006 budget (line item 301). Expenses included
Sunday school curricula, VBS kits and supplies, Inquirer’s Class materials, and books (concordances)
for both libraries.

Administrative Assistant: Both Session and CE committee agreed to designate general and regularly
scheduled tasks to the administrative assistant to help get things done. Jobs passed on included but are
not limited to: record keeping for: attendance, registration, and Heifer Project donations, curriculum,
worship bag and incentive purchases, typing up bulletin announcements, and sending out newsletter
notifications.

Attendance Incentives: CE elected to begin an incentive program for the children’s Sunday school
classes to encourage and support regular attendance. Students will be able to select “trinkets” or candy
from the incentive box on each 4™ visit to class. To encourage bringing friends, each time a friend is
brought to class will count as 2 visits.

Top Goals for 2007:

e Support the Logos and Youth program, especially for High School aged young adults at our church.
e Offer additional Adult Sunday school classes/sessions that support parenting and family issues.

e Offer two Inquirer’s Class in the spring and fall of 2007, respectively.

At the beginning of the year 2006, there were twenty-five active members of Women of Catoctin
Presbyterian Church that met monthly in members’ homes or in the Fellowship Hall.

Officers for Presbyterian Women were: Molly Douthett and Janie Jones, Co-Moderators; Joan
Elliot, Secretary; Pam Siek (who resigned as Treasurer in Feb.); Nancy Smith, current Treasurer; and
Virginia Peacock, Historian.

A study in four lessons on the book of Mark was introduced by Molly Douthett at the February
meeting.

In February, Pam Siek resigned as Treasurer and Nancy Smith was elected Treasurer of
P.W.O.C.

On January 19, a special event was held at the home of Joan Elliott when we celebrated “Mary
Brown Day.” Along with our church women, members of Mary’s family and friends of the Hamilton

In July, Janie Jones presented the Bible Study on Psalms.

Presbyterian Women voted to provide lunch for the artisans at the Waterford Fair which was
served in the Fellowship Hall on the Thursday before the fair opened. The lunch consisted of corn
chowder, muffins, cookies, apple, and bottled water at a cost of $9.00. The committee members were
Joan Elliott, Linda Linderman, Pam Siek, and Bertha Tiffany. Donuts and coffee were available.

The annual picnic was held in August in the home of Linda Linderman and a delightful pot-luck
lunch and social time was enjoyed.

The September meeting was held in the home of Janie Jones. After a delicious brunch, our
Presbyterian Women gathered around tables to assemble one hundred note cards. Devotions were led by
Faith Donaldson and Janie Jones. Molly Douthett introduced the new Bible study materials from
Horizons on the book of Genesis. The women signed up to serve as hostesses at the Church open house
during the Waterford Fair Weekend.

The Fall Gathering of Presbyterian Women of National Capital Presbytery was held on Saturday,
September 23 at Darnestown Presbyterian Church. Janie Jones, Virginia Peacock, and Ann Siegel
attended the meeting. Our Least Coin offering for 2006, amounting to $70.00, was dedicated at that
time.

At the October meeting, Joan Elliott reported that thirty lunches were served to the Waterford
Fair Artisans. The number was not as many as we had hoped for which was probably due to the fact that

Outreach Responsibilities:

The committee responsibilities are defined primarily by the titles of the committee chairs. Each chair
fills an outreach task that promotes the church message to the community and within the church. In
addition, working with the newcomer’s chair and in coordination with C&E, we identify and encourage
newcomers to join the church via an Inquirers class. This year the spring inquirers class resulted in 3
new members. Other responsibilities beyond the committee chairs are publishing a new Directory each
year, developing outreach programs, and helping with social events.

2006 Chairmen’s Accomplishments:

¢ Church website (at http://www.catoctin.org): Barry Parks manages the website, which includes
MP3 recordings of David’s sermons. The sermon recordings are also offered as a "podcast" that
enables anyone, anywhere (worldwide) to download David’s sermons to their iPod for future
listening. The CPC sermon podcast is also featured on the popular iTunes Store on the web, which
makes the sermons available to a large audience. We have had a number of emails from listeners
which indicate that they are using the podcast. The website is also updated weekly to include church
announcements that appear in the bulletin, as well as selected church policies and schedules.

e Recordings of the church services are also made available on Compact Disc (CD), on request. Jeff
Bean is now performing the ministry of delivering the CDs to our members in the immediate area
who request them, in coordination with the Care of Congregation Committee. In addition, PWOC is
mailing CDs of our services to Mary Brown, who moved away to Oklahoma last year.

e Newsletter: Jana Surdi has continued to do an outstanding job of editing and printing the CPC
Newsletter which is mailed monthly.

e Newcomers: Linda Linderman has continued as CPC’s lead greeter for newcomers. She mails
church brochures and personal welcome letters to all visitors, delivers welcome bags containing a
personal note, jar of CPC apple butter, and note cards. Sue Gladstone updates the Excel spreadsheet
used to track newcomers to help identify potential new members.

¢ Greeters: Amy Mclntosh coordinated the greeters program for this year. Our greeters are the
“face” of the church, and we are grateful to everyone who has volunteered for this job.

¢ Publicity: Jane Piercy kept CPC in the news with announcements and articles in the Leesburg
papers, the Blue Ridge Leader, and the Purcellville Gazette.

¢ General Accomplishments

¢ Provided for the Ice Cream Social on Labor Day in conjunction with the church picnic at the
Elliott’s, as well as providing dinners for the two meetings with session and our new member
classes.
® Sponsored two Outreach seminars: Waterford Gardening Series, with 4 classes in February,
2007 in 4 more classes in March on trees, shrubs, etc. These were open to the public, and it is
hoped will draw many people to CPC. They will be held again in 2007.
¢  Produced a 2006 directory for the church. As a result of the hard work of many people, our
membership files are computerized, and we can send e-mails to all members at one time. We
used the e-mail system to verify the entries in the Directory.



e Distributed 200 Easter door hangers in the Village of Waterford, Waterford Heights and
Waterford Ridge, inviting the residents to join CPC for the Easter celebration.

e Developed a study on the book the DiVinci Code which will be led by David. It is scheduled in
Feb. and March, 2007. This will be open to the community at large and is intended to stimulate
discussion on some of the legends surrounding Christ’s life in today’s society and hopefully
increase CPC’s presence in the community.

¢  QOur new publicity Chair Debbie Burke created a Christmas “Home for the Holidays”
Christmas card. This was given out with at the Christmas Tree sales and church members were
also asked to mail a card to friends and acquaintances who may not belong to a church. The card
gave information about our Christmas Services and invited and encouraged new contacts to visit
CPC.

A Brief History:

The Youth Committee was established in 2003 in response to the CPC ReVision process,
where developing, enhancing and expanding programs for CPC’s youth was considered a high
priority. In 2005, this committee became the Youth Ministry At Catoctin (YMAC). Its focus is
on planning and executing activities that bring our youth together with their peers and other
Christians for recreation, fellowship and mission opportunities. These events are segregated by
elementary school, middle school and senior high school.

A LOGOS Youth Ministry board was also formed in 2004, as a result of the Youth Committee
study and recommendation, with the goal of planning and launching a LOGOS Youth Ministry
at Catoctin Presbyterian Church as soon as feasible. This ministry is structured for youth as a
mid-week ministry where the emphasis is on bible study, worship skills, fellowship over a
shared meal with other church family adults and recreational activities. This board reports to
the YMAC and is represented at the session by the Youth Elder Chair, Russ Mehl.

2006 Highlights:

LOGOS:

e The Logos board completed its planning, staffing and training and implemented the
ministry in October 2005. Structured for senior high youth, the ministry met weekly on
Thursday evenings for bible study, to learn worship skills, share dinner with adults in our
church family and perform recreational activities. Three to five participants attended
through completion in April, 2006.

e Feburary - “Souper” Bowl Night Dinner put on by LOGOS youth and raised $340 for
Interfaith Relief.

e May - Youth led the congregation in Worship on May 14
